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Since 1997 Borks has worked systematically to improve the documentation of our environmental 
management system on an ongoing basis. For three years – from 2000 up to and including 2003 – the 
company was accredited in accordance with ISO14001 and EMAS. 

Over the years, it has become much more diffi cult for us to set up new environmental goals with new 
areas in which measures could be carried through to reduce our impact on the environment. 

From and including 2004 we have therefore decided to do without accreditation. We will continue to 
work in an environmentally responsible manner by registering, documenting, and managing our impact 
on the environment – both the external environment and the internal working environment. 

When we consciously do away with accreditation itself, this is not an expression of less effort on behalf of 
the environment. On the contrary, we wish to focus on the most important areas of environmental impact 
and to devote fewer resources to the administrative work connected with accreditation. And because the 
considerable improvements that have already been carried out were not initiated by accreditation, but 
are a result of Borks’ general approach to protecting the environment and our employees. 

At Borks, we include the environment in our evaluation of suppliers, and we make relevant environmental 
demands in connection with purchasing. For example, we make the demand that all the chip board we 
use in production must bear the Swan label and the ceramicsteel writing surfaces must have a Cradle to 
Cradle certifi cation.
